








EDWARD N. JONES AUDITORIUM

Edward N. Jones Auditorium was erected in 1942 and was
completely renovated in 1980. It contains a stage, orchestra
pit, stage lighting system, and an acoustically corrected
sound system. It seats 1,000.

s J OHN E. CONNER MUSEUM

The John E. Conner Museum, erected in 1935, specialized in "South Texas" of
the 19th and 20th centuries and the natural history of South Texas. The
museum is owned by the State of Texas and is operated by the university. It
houses many collections developed as a result of gifts and field collecting.

JAMES C. JERNIGAN LIBRARY

James C. Jernigan Library, erected in 1968, is located in the center
of campus. A third floor addition, completed in 1984, increased the
building's size to 140,147 square feet, making it the largest academic
building on campus. The building has a capacity of 681,013 volumes
and houses learning resource facilities utilized by the entire university
community.

KLEBERG BUILDING FOR AGRICULTURE

Kleberg Building for Agriculture was erected in 1959. It houses the
administrative offices for the College of Agriculture and Human
Sciences, classrooms, and laboratories. The John W. Howe
Agriculture Laboratory Center was completed in 1977. It houses
teaching, research, and laboratory facilities. The building also houses
the Caesar Kleberg Wildlife Research Institute.
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BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION BUILDING

The Business Administration Building, completed in 1976, is a modern two-
story, 42,595 square foot facility. It houses the College of Business
Administration, classrooms, offices, accounting and computer information
system laboratories, management simulation laboratories, and an audio-
video laboratory equipped with closed circuit television.

: MARC CISNEROS CENTER FOR YOUNG CHILDREN

The Center for Young Children, erected in 1941 and completely renovated in 2001, is
comprised of 6,490 square feet. The school is housed on the corner of University
Boulevard and Santa Gertrudis Avenue. The updated facility now has the capacity to
care for 40 preschoolers, 12 toddlers, and eight infants. In 2005 the Center was
dedicated to Former TAMUK President Marc Cisneros.

FRANK H. DOTTERWEICH
MEMORIAL STUDENT UNION BUILDING ENGINEERING COMPLEX

Frank H. Dotterweich Engineering Complex, erected in 2001, is a three-story,
80,418 square foot building which houses the College of Engineering. It
contains classrooms, large laboratories, conference rooms, a large lecture hall,

and offices. The College of Engineering Computer Center is contained in the
Laurence McNeil Laboratory Building.

The Memorial Student Union Building, erected in 1968, is
located in the center of campus. A third floor addition,
completed in 1984, increased the building's size to 140,147
square feet, making it the largest academic building on campus.
The building has a capacity of 681,013 volumes and houses

learning resource facilities utilized by the entire university
community.
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DORMITORIES

There are currently four dormitories on campus with a
maximum capacity of over 1,400 students. James E.
Turner - Carrie Bishop Hall is a three-story complex
completed in 1971 to accommodate both women and men.
John F. Lynch Hall is a two-story brick and tile residence
hall constructed in 1963 to accommodate women only.
J.C. Martin Jr. Hall is a three-story, brick and tile residence
hall completed in 1966 to accommodate men.

Lorine J. Lewis Hall is a three-story, brick and tile
residence hall completed in 1956. It is a co-ed residence
hall for upper classmen and graduate students.

The campus also includes 28 one-bedroom and 12 two-
bedroom student family housing units.

THE FRANK C. SMITH FINE ARTS GROUPS

The Frank C. Smith Fine Arts Groups is composed of four buildings: The Ben P. Bailey Art Building (not
pictured), where an art gallery is located, Joseph L. Bellamah Hall (the Music Building), the Speech
Building, where a little theatre and dramatics auditorium is located along with the Drama/Art studios,

recital rooms, a large lecture hall, and offices. The College of Engineering Computer Center (not pictured)
is contained in the Laurence McNeil Laboratory Building.
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GILBERT E. STEINKE PHYSICAL EDUCATION CENTER

The campus has four administrative buildings and 23 academic

buildings. The Gilbert E. Steinke Physical Education Center was

completed in 1971 and is completely air-conditioned. The building
[ also contains classrooms, office space, eight handball courts, a
seven-lane fifty-meter swimming pool, and an eight-lane bowling
alley.

Not Pictured: The James H. Clement Building, erected in 2000, is a
modern 42,595 square foot facility that houses the weight training
facilities for the Javelina athletes.

NOLAN RYAN FIELD =

The home of the Javelinas since 1994, Nolan Ryan Field is one of the top
baseball facilities in the Lone Star Conference. The field, which seats
4,000, was named after the Baseball Hall of Famer who helped raise the
funds that constructed the facility. The dimensions of the field at 330
down the lines, 375 to the alleys and 400 to center field.

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System Center History

TEXAS A&M UNIVERSITY-KINGSVILLE SYSTEM CENTER-SAN ANTONIO

On January 27, 2000, the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board approved a proposal for the creation of the Texas A&M
University-Kingsville System Center-San Antonio. The State Legislature asked The Texas A&M University System (TAMUS) to
create the center. The System Center-San Antonio is in response to a clear and documented need among South San Antonio
residents. The center and its programs are the result of research, surveys and other studies conducted by the TAMUS, Palo Alto
College and the Alamo Community College District. It is a partnership between The Texas A&M University System and Palo Alto
College in San Antonio. The partnership brings junior- and senior-level course offerings to the two-year institution and to South
San Antonio at a public university price. The center allows students at any community college to earn baccalaureate degrees
while remaining on the Palo Alto campus. The first classes were offered in the fall 2000 semester. The Texas A&M-Kingsville
System Center initially offered programs in business administration-management, computer information systems, education-
interdisciplinary studies, psychology and criminology. The center also offers the Bachelor of Applied Arts and Sciences (BAAS)
program.
